AP Environmental Science A to Z Project 2014-2015
Purpose: During the year you will have studied many concepts; this project has been designed to bring the concepts into the local community.  By working with family, friends and other people in the community, you have an opportunity to pass along the knowledge you have gained during the year and hopefully further influence others to better understand our environment.

A to Z Project Due: May 11, 2015 Absolutely NO LATE WORK it must be turned in the beginning of the class period.  This is part of your Final Exam.  This is an individual student assignment.  This project will be part of your Final Exam Grade (25%) of your 2nd semester grade. 
The Project: For each letter of the alphabet, you will obtain a picture that is related to Environmental Science.  For each picture, you must hand write one paragraph describing how the picture is related to our class. It must be in your own words and must be related to what we did in class.  You cannot use Wikipedia, you cannot draw any pictures.  Pictures, graphs, tables and maps are great ideas to be used for the letter.  A minimum of thirteen pictures must be pictures you have taken with a camera within the Atlanta, Georgia area or somewhere YOU went.  This is a wonderful way to involve your family and friends.  Briefly describe when and where the picture was taken.  The purpose of these pictures is to relate what we have studied this year to our community. It must be approved if it is not already listed.  
The Paragraph: Each paragraph must be hand written NEATLY. The project is due May 11, 2015.  Projects typed will NOT be graded. You may not use power point.  Your pictures are to be printed out preferably at a store that prints pictures. You may type your “Table of Contents” only.
Reference Format: You are required to include a reference for each letter of the alphabet.  You must use at least five different references for the entire project.  Types of references include: Encyclopedias, Newspapers, Magazines, Internet, Books, Pamphlets, Association Publications, Videos, Newscasts, Television, and others.  If you have a reference type that is not listed, ask before you use it.  The references must be listed on the page with the picture and at the end of the paper on a reference page using the following bibliography format.
Encyclopedia:

Name of Encyclopedia, “Article Name,” Authors name, Publisher’s name, Date of publication, Edition number, Volume number, Page numbers of the article
Magazines, Newspapers, Pamphlets:

Magazine name, “Article name,” Authors name, Publishers name, Date of publication, Volume number, Page numbers of the article
Internet:

“Internet site name,” web address, date accessed
Books:

Book name, Authors name, Publishers name, Date published, Number of pages
Videos:

“Video Name,” Producers name, Date of video, Length of video
Newscast Television Programming:

“Program name,” Station name, Date aired
Grade: The grade is part of your final grade. It is worth 15% or your final grade of the second semester the other 10% will be a test prior to the AP exam.  The project is worth 1000 points.  The points are as follows: 12 points for picture, 2 points for format (margin, font, and size), and 12 points for paragraph, 4 points for references.  A table of contents is 50 points, the overall appearance is 50 and putting the project in book format is worth 50.  Parent and student response is each worth 50 points.
